Kudos for this lesson:

1-Your Lesson Plans are always well written, you clearly describe the objectives and your plan to lead the students to meet the objectives.. (TPE 1a, 6c, 6d, 7 and 9.)
2-You wisely waited for the students to finish passing in the papers, so you could have their full attention when you introduced the Journal assignment.  (TPE 8, 9 and 10.)
3-Your slide presentation gave the students a variety of possible topics to write about- your examples were open ended enough  to allow for a variety of responses.  Providing this scaffolding makes itpossible for a variety of learners to  be successful in this writing activity. (TPE 2, 4, 5, 6c, 6d and 7.)

4-I like how you and your co-teacher worked with individuals who needed a little more support to settle on an idea for their journal response. (. (TPE 2, 4, 5, 6c, 6d and 7.)

5-The differentiation you describe for EL and SN students clearly explains how your plan for learning is differentiated to meet their unique needs.  The scaffolding of visuals and examples, plus repeating the directions and moving among the students for individual support will be very helpful for EL students.  I expect the gifted learners who love to imagine alternate scenarios and to write about  them will be very motivated by this lesson, as well! (TPE 6c, 6d and 7.)
6-Summation of the writing activity- with students reading their journal entries.
Suggestions this lesson:

1-I love it when I see a lesson that I can’t make suggestions for… this is one…Well maybe just one- a slide with written directions for writing the journal prompt and a slide with the directions-and options- to write the final assignment.  Remember the Visual Learners need this support…EL and SN students benefit from visual support
